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The Datascan Pharmacy System for Windows has been updated with the following new features due to popular demand.





A report of prescription memos can now be printed for a given date range. At the Master Menu choose Miscellaneous Menu, Prescription Logs and select Memo Log. The system will prompt for a date range. A log will print showing each prescription number and memo for all prescriptions in that range.





A report of patients having a generic drug discount plan set can now be printed from Patient Print menu. More information on the generic discount feature  appears later in the newsletter. 





The ability to clear a prescription memo during fill has been implemented. It is no longer necessary to use Edit Rx to perform that. 





The Prescriber/Patient Totals report can now be set to exclude the patient totals and it can now be exported to a file so that it may be imported into Excel. The report lists either a selected doctor or doctors with or without the patients and number of prescriptions dispensed for a particular date range. At Doctor Maintenance, Print Functions select Prescriber/Patient Totals. The system will prompt for the info and list each prescriber and the patients of that doctor with the total prescriptions filled  for each patient.

When adding a new item to inventory using the copy function, the category will now copy over to the new item.


 


The Age Trial Balance will now count only payments towards the last payment date. Previously, credits and returns were counted. 


Update Regarding Use of Health Debit Cards for �Prescribed OTC items


The IRS (Internal Revenue Service) has revised its guidance related to the use of health debit cards for prescribed over the counter (OTC) medicines and drugs. Starting after Jan. 15, 2011, an FSA or HRA debit card can be used  to purchase over-the-counter medicines or drugs at SIGIS certified merchants provided that  a prescription for the medicine or drug is presented to the pharmacist and the medication is dispensed by the pharmacist and given an Rx number. 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Generic Discount Plan Feature in Winpharm Prices Generics at Flat Rate  Based on Days Supply 





It is now possible to set up a pricing plan for generics based off the days supply to compete with the discount plan offered by chain pharmacies. 





The first step in setting up the discount plan involves defining a price schedule having  a price of $4.00 for 30 days supply, $8.00 for 60 days supply and $12.00 for 90 days supply.  


Next, the patient is set to have a cutoff date for the discount plan. Finally, the drug is set to have that price schedule.





When a generic drug is dispensed that has the generic discount price schedule set and the patient has a generic discount cutoff date set, the system will price the generic with the corresponding price defined in the generic discount price schedule. For example, a generic drug with the generic discount price schedule set dispensed with a 30 days supply for a patient with the discount plan would have a price of $4.00 regardless of the real price of the generic. 





To facilitate setting the generic discount price schedule for each generic, there is a tool to have the system set the generic price schedule  based on values using the GPI Generic Product Identifier code. The GPI code consists of a group number, class number and subclass number. For example, group number 43 indicates Cough/Cold, class 20 within group 43 is Expectorants and subclass 20 within group subclass 4320 is Iodine Expectorant. Within Price Schedule Maintenance under Tools menu there is a utility to have the generic discount price schedule set based on the value in  group, class and subclass. The utility also can set the price schedule by drug type including  single source, multi-source, original source, generic or by  percent of brand. 





New Matching Logic for Medicare Eligibilty Requests


 


In an effort to provide more accurate information to pharmacies performing a Medicare Eligiblity (E1) request, it is now required to submit a cardholder ID on all E1 requests.


The cardholder ID can be any of the following:


Medicare Part A/B card number, Nine digit social security number, railroad retirement board number or the last four digits of the SSN. When submitting only the last four digits of the SSN, the likelihood of a match increases as more information is provided including: full patient name and zip code.
